Quick mast unstepping checklist: 

¶ Make sure you sling the mast above the midpoint of the mast. 

¶ Not 100% sure where the midpoint is?  Use a tape measure to confirm (there is a 

long one at the club); no guessing please. 

¶ When the mast is supported by the crane, do not stand underneath it. 

¶ Take your time and ask questions if you are not 100% sure of what you are doing. 



 

We had an electrical survey of the dock's power situation this summer.  It 

was determined that we have lots of power and it's currently in good 

shape.  If you struggle with breakers tripping it's due to larger amounts of 

power being drawn.  To solve this problem, I'm going to shuffle boats around 

and try to balance the power draw.  I'll post a new dock layout before the 

spring of 2024.  If you are using the dock power for more than battery 

charging and lights, please send me an email to rear-

commodore@ayc.ca and let me know the devices you are running (eg water 

heater, air conditioning, heater, microwave...)

Member Trips 

Xifias returns to the AYC  

 

Some of you may remember that Xifias sustained damage during haul out last 

year and could not be launched this Spring. This is the story of her return from 

Lake Simcoe to the AYC via the Trent Severn waterway. 

 

The planning for this trip for those of you interested breaks the journey into ñtravel 



daysò of 4 hour segments allowing for 20 minutes each lock completed and 10 km 

per hour for distance between. I try whenever possible to allow stopovers at a few 

choice locations and those with power as well. 

 

We began our trip departing Everglades Marina at Pefferlaw on a bright sunny 

morning about 8:30, Thursday, September 7ôth and travelled up Simcoe to the first 

lock at Gamebridge to purchase our transit pass and then on to Thorah. You may 

be familiar with the names of the various locks in the system (some 40 +) so I will 

only account for those highlighted on my trip. 

 

While crossing the narrow channel at Canal Lake I fell in behind a large boat 

(Nordic 43) and we were both pressing to arrive at Kirkfield lift lock before closure 

at 3:30. Unfortunately his large propeller stirred up a large dead head from the 

bottom of the channel and I was only able to alter course enough 

to avoid collision but catching the starboard prop. Vibrations at the helm confirmed 

my worst suspicions and I continued on to Kirkfield at low speed and on one 

engine. We did however, lock through Kirkfield and spent a very warm night tied 

on the high side. Small note to self é port tie up preferable when using the 

generator to allow exhaust directed away from the hull. I can attest to the fact that 

my carbon monoxide detectors are quite effective. 

 

Our next objective was to reach Fenlon Falls for a stopover since it has power 

connections and is a pleasant place to spend a day or two. I can highly 

recommend the food and service Murphyôs Pub. We spent the next day watching 

the boats go by and arranging for propeller repairs at Kawartha Propeller in 

Buckhorn. Saw lots of beautiful boats passing through and one interesting pirate 

houseboat with a crop of marijuana growing on the upper deck. 

 

A short trip to Buckhorn the next stop and tied up at the marina for the night to wait 

haul out and propeller repairs the next day. We had a lovely walk into town for 

lunch while the boat was perched on a trailer and stopped for some photos at 

Adam and Eve rock on the way. 

 

Repairs completed, we set out again on Thursday, September 15 with our 

objective being Lakeview instead of Lovesick as planned since we are now 3 days 



behind schedule. The weather and tie up was so pleasant there, we ended up 

staying for 2 nights and a delightful supper at the Canoe and Paddle. 

 

We waited for the early morning traffic of houseboats to clear the narrow passage 

while on our way to Peterborough. Believe me, you do not wish to meet one of 

those 60 footers in a narrows. After a quick fuel stop at Peterborough Marina , we 

tied up for the night at Scotts Mills to begin what is in my opinion the most dramatic 

and photogenic part of the trip. 

 

Our next stop, Hastings after a trip across Rice lake and for those of you who think 

this progress akin to a snail, I will have you know I took Xifias for a brief plane at 

21 Knots! And we tied up for the night at 2:00. 

 

We set out early to reach the park at Campbelford which has both power and 

showers which by this point were much welcomed. As much as we might have 

liked to stay there a while we decided to press on to Glenn Ross the next day as 

we had arranged to meet with relatives at Fraankford for some birthday 

celebrations and serious card playing. I must say however, the locks from Ranney 

Falls on down are some of the prettiest and spectacular of the system. 

 

We spent 2 nights at Frankford and a lovely day socializing with friends including a 

dinner at Dimitris. The following day, we decided to press on to Trenton since the 

weather forecast was beginning to look less favorable for the coming week. I 

would have preferred and I recommend to you stopping at Batawa or Glenn Ross 

which are both very pretty and peaceful. Instead an overnight on the low side at 

Trenton with the trains passing over the bridge all night long but gave us the 

opportunity to set out early for the Murray Canal and through the Brighton Street 

Bridge to tie up for the night. 

 

We set out early for Cobourg and had a fairly rough crossing the Bay of Quinte 

regardless and tied up about 1:00 to the sound of howling wind and waves 

crashing the breakwall. Cobourg Marina is no longer as welcoming to visitors as 

they once were and we were forced to spend an extra night due to the weather. 

We did however, have a leisurely walk about town and a delightful lunch at 

Cucina Urbana. 



 

 

I usually allow 3 days for return on Lake Ontario with stops at various clubs along 

the way but the seas were so unpleasant that I pressed on to Toronto this time. I 

had to endure 5 of the most miserable hours at the helm and the distress of my 

crew before arrival at the AYC about 3:00 in the afternoon.
